PARKVUE NURSES ARE CERTIFIED AND REGISTERED IN REHABILITATION 
Three nurses from Parkvue Health Care have completed the required course work and passed the examination 
to become Certified Rehabilitation Registered Nurses (CRRNs).   Director of Nursing, Sharon Dircks, and Nurse 
Managers, Linda Smith and Jackie Lewis, all 15 year employees at Parkvue, received the news that they had all 
passed the examination in December.  As key team members of the Fast Track Rehab program, this certification 
demonstrates Parkvue’s commitment to caring for patients with physical disabilities, injuries, and chronic illnesses.  
According to the Association of Rehabilitation Nurses, research has found that having nurses trained as CRRNs 
helps to reduce patients’ length of stay. “I’m very proud of our nurses for this great accomplishment”, states 
Ken Keller, Administrator at Parkvue.  “This training and certification will definitely benefit our Fast Track Rehab 
patients and assist with their speedy return home”. Certified rehabilitation nurses are trained to provide a holistic 
approach which promotes a patient’s comfort and pain relief while assisting with his/her recovery from an injury 
or illness. Parkvue is the Sandusky area’s first skilled nursing facility to have nurses certified in rehabilitation.
